“There’s a big debate in powerboat
circles about whether to have a wing
engine or a belt generator that can
power the main shaft by a belt in case
the main engine is down,” the owner
said. “Nordhavn chooses to put wing
engines in their boats. The wing
engine philosophy is that you have a
whole other propulsion system —
engine, shaft, folding prop — that
will go online in an emergency if the
main prop gets fouled in a fish net.

As for electric power, Mighty
Mouse is equipped with an 8-kw
hydraulics generator that runs off
the main engine, recharging the bat-
teries while the boat is underway.
“We don't have to run the gensets
much,” the owner said.

Mighty Mouse currently is berthed
in Northeast Harbor, Maine. The
owners have enjoyed cruising the
islands and Nova Scotia.
